The other source is the Manantali dam,in Mali,which stores about 11 billion cubic meters of water. The nearby

Manantali 200 MW hydropower station is the main one in the region and,supplies 55 percent of its electricity

to Mali,while the rest is equally shared between Mauritania and Senegal.
